Introduction and Recommendation

I received an application (Exhibit A) for the repair of 20 hazardous monuments located in the Concordia
Cemetery of the city of Buffalo, Erie County. The application was submitted by Bonnie Fleischauer, director of
the Concordia Foundation. Included with this application is letter from Concordia explaining why there is only
one bid for repairs ( Exhibit B), an estimate from Western New York Cemetery Services of $19,716 (Exhibit C),
an invoice from the Am Pol Eagle for ad looking for bidders for $33 (Exhibit D), invoice for an ad that was run
for three consecutive weeks in the Am Pol Eagle for $144 (Exhibit E). The ad included first and last names as
well as section numbers.

I recommend approval of this application.

The Monuments

I visited the cemetery on October 16, 2024, and found that 20 monuments were either loose on their
foundations or tipping and appeared to pose a hazard to cemetery visitors and employees. The cemetery has
had no response to either legal advertisement that it placed, and has no funds dedicated to the restoration of
monuments. Ms. Fleischauer stated that she checked cemetery records and did not have contact information
for the last known lot owners, based upon this information, it is the Division’s understanding that the cemetery
has determined that the lot owners cannot be located. Based on the advanced age of the monuments in
question, it is assumed the foundations were laid privately by either the families or by monument contractors.
The most recent monument is dated 1976.

Western New York Lawn Services proposes to remove the monuments from the existing foundations; dig out
the existing foundations; place new foundations made of solid concrete poured to a depth of forty-two inches
with the dimensions being equivalent to the length and width of the monument; and replace the monument,

resealing all joints with setting compound or epoxy with a warranty of 20 years.



Recommendation
The cemetery is current with its payments to the vandalism fund and with the filing of its annual reports. All

documents are in order, and this is a legitimate claim for $19,893. I recommend that this application be
approved.

See attached sheets for the breakdown of costs related to the repair of 20 stones at Concordia
Cemetery, Buffalo NY. Our total cost for restoring the monuments marked out for this project is
$19,716.00. Additional cost information for the replacement of stones with bronze or granite
markers is also included.

Upon approval for the grant, WNY Cemetery Service will proceed forward with repairs as
follows:

e WNY Cemetery Service will disassemble and move designated stones to a safe location
during the completion of the repairs.

e Old foundations will be removed and disposed of based on cemetery guidelines discussed
prior to the start of the project.

e New foundations will be dug and poured to a depth of 42 inches to avoid future issues
with frost.

e Stones will be set in soft concrete and leveled to ensure stability.
e Stones with multiple pieces will be glued back together and caulked at the seams.

e Topsoil and grass seed will be applied after the concrete hardens to return the base of the
stone to grade with the surrounding landscape.

WARRANTY

WNY Cemetery Service will warranty the workmanship of the repaired foundations for a period
of twenty (20) years from the date of completion. This warranty covers all issues with the
structural integrity corrected by the repairs. This warranty does not cover incidental breaking or
chipping of monuments due to their age/unrelated to the replaced foundation. WNY Cemetery
Service will do everything within our control to repair and replace all monuments to the best of
our abilities, and improve the appearance and safety of the stones for years to come.
